FROM BISHOP DAVID 
Media Coverage of Professional Misconduct 
Complaint   You may have seen coverage earlier this 

week of professional misconduct complaints against one of 
the priests of Broken Bay Diocese.  The matter has been 

the cause of much distress and concern for all involved. 
 

I can assure you that the matters which have been raised have been 
treated most seriously and have been dealt with through the Churchôs 
Towards Healing protocol which includes notification of the allegations, 
and our process of dealing with the complaints, to the Police and the 
NSW Ombudsman.  The Diocese continues to provide regular reports to 
the Ombudsman. 
 

I have written about the matter in the next BBN and also sent out other 
statements during the week.  I invite you to go to www.dbb.org.au/news 
and read these articles, so that you can be fully informed of my position 
on the matter. 

 

I have great personal sadness and regret that too often our Church in the 
past has swept aside the sufferings of those who have been abused.  I 
wish to assure you that this Diocese, through its policies, procedures and 
professional codes of conduct, is determined to enable our children to be 
raised in a safe environment.  I would urge anyone who needs 
assistance with any matters relating to abuse to contact either the Police 
or the Professional Standards Office of the Catholic Church on1300 369 
977 or the Diocesan Child Protection Unit on 9847 0614.

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Mary MacKillop ï An Australian Like Us  

To bring some money into the poverty-stricken home, Mary 
MacKillop sought employment in Melbourne as a nursery 
governess and as clerk at Sands and Kenny the Stationers.  
In 1860, at age 18, she went to Penola (South Australia) as 
governess. Her writing style, teaching aptitude, and religious 
knowledge indicate that she was well-educated. In May, 
1873 she would explain: óFrom (my father) I learnt so much. 
He had studied for seven years in Rome alone, and under 
the Jesuit fathers.ô   
In 1862, Mary MacKillop returned to Melbourne but soon 
moved to Portland where she educated a familyôs young 
children, then taught in the Denominational School. As 
church sacristan, she had ócharge of the Altar and the Lampô 
and was óable to go into the chapel at any time, where the 
Blessed Sacrament always is.ô Mary regarded this as óa 
precious favour indeedô even when she was mistakenly 
locked in for a night. (1864).
