While in Penola, Mary MacKillop met
the Pastor of that vast district, Julian
Edmund Tenison Woods (English
priest, scholar and scientist). Vitally
interested in education, he opened a
school, but four years later he wrote to
Mary in Portland, it ‘cannot be properly
conducted until you come up yourself.’ In 1866, therefore,
Mary and Lexie set off by coach for Penola to join their
other sister, Annie.

Mary, Annie and Lexie MacKillop used both the Penola
church and part of their rented cottage for classes. Their
brother John was able to convert a rented stable into a
school house, so on 19 March 1866 St Joseph’s School
was opened. Locals began talking on that day when Mary

In Penola,
however, she saw the need for a new kind of Religious
Congregation: one whose members could live in isolated
places, be free to move where needed, and go where
other nuns could not.
