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ST BERNARD’S SCHOOL ECO-SPIRITUAL GARDEN

After St Bernard's Catholic Primary School, Berowra Heights,
participated in their 2006 Whole School Review Process with
the Catholic Schools Office, a most wonderful challenge was
presented to the community. The community was encouraged
to consider developing a special sacred space in the tranquil
bush setting that the school enjoys.

Under the project management of one of our parents;
students, teachers, parents and members of the wider St
Bernard's Community, donated time, skills and resources to
design and construct this uniquely St Bernard's space. Six
months later St Bernard's is now blessed with an "Eco-
spiritual Garden" that has, in so many ways, brought blessing
after blessing to the community. This special place, will no
doubt, be a powerful legacy for generations to come.

St Bernard’s “Eco Spiritual Garden” is a place for prayer and
quiet reflection. This special garden has an indigenous theme
that captures the Catholic and Mercy heritage of the Parish.
The garden is dedicated to Father Boberg, who was the
founding Parish Priest of St Bernard’s Parish (St Bernard's is
now part of Ku-ring-gai Chase Catholic Parish).

The Catholic Schools Office Aboriginal Advisor was consulted
to assist us in creating an indigenous theme. The rich
symbolism found throughout the garden includes the 14
Stations of the Cross. Each of the 14 Stations is represented
by a unique Aboriginal print, in a perspex frame, mounted on
a log. The original paintings of the prints by Aboriginal artist,
Richard Campbell, hang in Our Lady of Good Council
Reconciliation Church at La Perouse. The logs on which the
prints are mounted, were left over from two precious gum
trees that were removed to provide room for the school's
Amphitheatre.

Stones left over from when St Bernard's church was built in
1969-1970 surround a water feature. Representatives from St
Patrick's School have also placed a 'left over stone' from the
St Patrick's Church, Asquith, in the garden. This represents
the strong connection between the two schools as they now
fall within the Ku-ring-gai Chase Catholic Parish.

The symbolism in the garden will continue to grow and
expand over the years; presently, a series of three murals is
being prepared on a wall adjacent to the garden.

Since the official opening of the Eco-spiritual Area on Monday
12 November, a parents’ and friends’ prayer group has
commenced in the garden on Monday mornings. Students
are also able to access the area in their playtime, and this is
having a remarkable impact on them.

A booklet has been compiled to outline the extensive
symbolism of the Eco-spiritual Garden to “carry the St
Bernard'’s story” for generations to come.

The photo shows representatives from various areas of our
community at the Eco-spiritual Garden Official Opening.
