FROM OUR SCHOOLS St Patrick’s Special Announcement - Formal Lessons in Japanese for
our Students in 2010: For some time, I have been seeking a way of incorporating formal
lessons for our students in a language other than English without sacrificing already
existing programs in the school. We have successfully applied for a significant funding
boost in 2010 (which has the condition of being for the teaching of an Asian language). In
a special program we will combine a Japanese teacher with deep knowledge of the
language, and a current St Patrick’s teacher who knows our students and our beliefs
about teaching to “team-teach” Japanese lessons. Mrs Kerri O’Neill will be the school-
based staff member and Mrs Katie Gilles has been employed to teach Japanese. In 2010 this will be
introduced on a small scale and then extended in 2011. We look forward to the many opportunities this
program will bring our students.
